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The Relationship Between Patterns of Electronic Game Use and Moral
Intelligence Among Preschool Children

Abstract:

The present study aimed to examine preschool children’s use of electronic
games and its relationship with their level of moral intelligence. A descriptive-
analytical method was employed, and a questionnaire was administered to a
sample of 280 parents of preschool children. The results revealed a high
prevalence of electronic game use among preschool children. Findings further
indicated no significant correlation between the duration of electronic gameplay
and children’s moral intelligence, with children demonstrating a generally high
level of moral intelligence. The majority of parents reported allowing their
children to play electronic games, own devices, access the Internet, and download
applications. Tablets were found to be the most preferred devices, followed by
PlayStation and similar consoles, and then mobile phones. In terms of game types,
most children preferred action and entertainment games. On weekdays, children
typically spent 30 minutes to less than one hour playing electronic games, while
during holidays they spent one to less than two hours. Boys spent more time
playing than girls, and older children spent longer periods than younger children.
Based on these results, the study recommends careful selection of age-appropriate
electronic games and encouraging parental involvement in gameplay to provide
proper guidance.
